PRESIDENTIAL PROFILE: PETER M. FELIX, CBE

Peter M. Felix, CBE, was elected
President of the Society, succeeding
Natalie T. Pray, at the Annual
General Meeting held on 23 January.
Mr. Felix is President of the
Association of Executive Search
Consultants (AESC). A former search
consultant, he served as a partner in
search firms based in London, New
York, and Hong Kong. Immediately
prior to joining the AESC, he was
Founder and President of Felix
International, an executive search firm based in Hong Kong.
From 1984 to 1994, Mr. Felix served the British-American
Chamber of Commerce as director, president, and chief
executive officer. During his tenure, the transatlantic
organization grew substantially and became a high-profile
promoter of business between the United States and Britain.
He played a major role in the creation of the British-American
Business Council and the European-American Chamber of
Commerce. In 1992 he was awarded the CBE in recognition
of services to British commercial interests. Born and
educated in the United Kingdom, Mr. Felix received his BA in
Social Studies and Law from Exeter University and MBA
from INSEAD. Mr. Felix spent much of his early career in
Europe, serving as Vice President of Human Resources for
the Bendix Corporation's European operations in Paris, and
as Manager of Marketing Practices for IBM in the United
Kingdom. He and his wife, June, have one son, Max.
